Comparative Literature and Culture at Royal Holloway

Comparative Literature and Culture and all our Joint and Major degree
programmes provide the opportunity to explore literature as well as
visual arts transnationally across different time periods, genres and
media. Our students develop the important analytical skills, creative
thinking, cross-cultural understanding and global outlook that are
valued by employers in today’s global marketplace.

Expanding literary and cultural horizons (and bringing new insights to
the appreciation of famous texts), Comparative Literature and Culture
combines flexibility and academic challenge. Taught by specialists

in multilingual, transnational, and interdisciplinary research, you will
explore a world of literature and culture, engaging diverse viewpoints,
voices and debates. Comparative Literature and Culture is much more
than the study of ‘masterpieces’ from around the world, however;

it explores how texts and artworks both reflect and challenge the
contexts in which they are produced and interrogates the power
relations that influence how ideas and images circulate and evolve.

Modules taught on the Comparative Literature and Culture
programmes cover cultural production in a variety of languages,
spanning the Americas, Africa, the Middle East, Asia and Europe. No
foreign language skills are needed, as everything is available in English
translation. However, you can choose to study French, German, Italian
or Spanish in combination with Comparative Literature and Culture. You
can also combine the study of Comparative Literature and Culture with
English, History of Art and Visual Culture, and Drama. You can apply to
spend an international year at a partner university or choose to include
an additional placement year in your degree.
